Minutes – April 5, 2011

7:00 PM – Stop receiving bids on Surplus Fire Truck
PUBLIC HEARING – Pit-Bull Ordinance

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to stop receiving bids on the Surplus Fire Truck.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Councilmember Russo was absent.

Mayor R. Grogan opened the public hearing for discussion and comments on the Pit-Bull Ordinance.  Citizens present asked for clarification on the proposed Ordinance as it was introduced.  A brief discussion and explanation of the Ordinance was held.  Mayor R. Grogan closed the public hearing due to no more questions or comments.

REGULAR MEETING

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, April 5, 2011.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Rodney A. Grogan presided over the meeting.

Also present was Russel Cremaldi, City Attorney and Phillip Parker from GSE.

Pastor O. West led the Invocation

Troop #41 led the Pledge of Allegiance

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to open bids received on the Surplus Fire Truck.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Councilmember Russo was absent.

Only one (1) bid was received - The Bid of Brett Allain for $2,500.00.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer authorizing the Mayor to sell the Surplus Fire Truck

Mayor Grogan acknowledged the Garden Club, Jonathan Vinning, Supervisor of the Street Department and his Staff and all the citizens that helped in the cleanup for the Cleanest City Contest.  The Mayor announced that the City came out 2nd in the contest and urged everyone to make an effort in keeping our City clean at all times.  Mayor Grogan presented Thank You Certificates to the Garden Club, J. Vinning and each member of the Street Department Staff.

The Director of the St. Mary Parish Library asked for the support of the Mayor, Council and the Citizens of Patterson by voting for a 10 year renewal on April 30, 2011.  She explained that this is not a new tax it is only a renewal.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Turner to adopt a Proclamation for National Community Development Week.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Sawyer, seconded by Councilmember Turner to adopt a Proclamation for Fair Housing Month.  The Council unanimously agreed.
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In the absence of Fire Chief Sherel Martin, Mayor R. Grogan discussed 911 and changing the dispatching process for fire calls.  Currently the calls are made to the Patterson Police Department.  The Fire Chief is asking that the City join in the 911 efforts for dispatching the fire calls.  Mayor Grogan stated that with the support of the Parish Council it will be no cost to the City.

A brief discussion was held on Saggy Pants and Loud Music (vehicles, etc.).  More research is need on an Ordinance on Saggy Pants and amendments to the existing Ordinance for Loud Music (Noise Ordinance) will be discussed at the next meeting.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt the Pit Bull Ordinance.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to expand the agenda.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Jake F. Lipari property was discussed as a proposal for a Subdivision.  New property lines on property near Railroad Avenue and Cleco Lane was submitted to create a 15 foot road to connect Railroad Avenue to a rear lot.  The subdivision ordinance states that lots must have access to a road.  The Planning Commission has recommended to the Council that the plans submitted be approved.  Motion by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to accept the plans subject a 15 foot right of way.
