Minutes – June 7, 2011

REGULAR MEETING

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, June 7, 2011.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Rodney A. Grogan presided over the meeting.

Also present was Russel Cremaldi, City Attorney and Clay Breaux from GSE.

Pastor C. Crappel led the Invocation

Trop #41 led the Pledge of Allegiance

Motion was made by Councilmember J. Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember S. Turner to expand the Agenda.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to adopt a Resolution designating the Mayor to act on behalf of the City of Patterson in matters as they pertain to the appropriation from Hotel/Motel Sales tax for the Cypress Sawmill Festival in the amount of $5,000.  This appropriation is from the State of Louisiana spearheaded by Rep. Sam Jones.

Mayor Grogan asked Councilmembers Mendoza and Sawyer to make a presentation to Doug and Lisa Phillips dba as Cliff’s Mobil Service Station an award signifying 30 plus years doing business in the City of Patterson.

With recommendations from the Planning Commission, a Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to grant Chris Lipari a variance to construct a fence to be 6 to 4 feet instead of 8 feet.  The Planning Commission recommended this variance due to the Teche being the only thing beyond the fence.
Mayor Grogan asked the Water Plant Supervisor, Sharon Gillum and Water Plant Operator Mary Lou Brady to explain the importance of conserving water usage due to the drought in the City.  They asked citizens to be considerate on the use of watering lawns, etc.  They explained that some citizens were leaving water sprinkles on all night which was causing a large decrease in water tower.
Mayor Grogan read a Memo from the State Fire Marshal Office asking that all private burning cease in local governments.

Item #1 – Removed from Agenda – No representative present with information on request made.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to grant a Can Shake Permit to AAU for June 18, 2011 on the corner of Catherine and Main Street from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM.  The Council unanimously agreed.
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Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to approve The Daily Review as the City’s Official Journal as required by the Secretary of State in June of each year.

Mayor Grogan appointed Eric Boudreaux as Assistant Fire Chief for the Patterson Volunteer Fire Department.  This recommendation was made by Fire Chief Sherel Martin.
Motion was made by Councilmember Sawyer, seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt a Resolution providing for canvassing the returns and declaring the result of the special election held in the City of Patterson, on Saturday, April 30, 2011, to authorize the incurring of debt and issuance of bonds therein.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to introduce amendments to the Loud Sounds Ordinance.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to introduce an Ordinance for Saggy Pants.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to introduce an Ordinance for Vicious Dogs.

A discussion was held on the proposed Parking Ordinance amendments.  More information is needed before the amendments are introduced.

The Cleco Franchise Agreement was discussed.  The current agreement will expire in two years.  The new agreement will last for 20 more years.  Attorney Russel J. Cremaldi stated that this franchise agreement is almost verbatim as what our present agreement has as far as terms are defined.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to introduce this Ordinance as it relates to a Franchise Agreement. 

Motion was made by Councilmember Sawyer, seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt a Resolution for the purchase of property from Halsema A. Pinho and Patricia Carlino Pinho for $7,500.   This is a piece of property next to the water tower on Taft Street.  The property is landlocked and not on the street.  The property abuts land already owned by the City.

Mayor Grogan announced a cease on outdoor burning request from the State Fire Marshal’s Office.

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adjourn the meeting.  The Council unanimously agreed.
