The variance from the legally required 5 ft. side yard setback, reducing the side yard setback footage from 5 ft. to 2 ft. or any portion thereof.  Dumont daughter-in-law stated that she only want to improve the value of her property.  There was no opposition from the neighbors.
No other discussions were held. Councilmember Mendoza made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Russo to close the public hearing.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to grant a variance request to owners of property at 1818 Main Street reducing the side yard setback required 5 ft. setback to2 ft. or any portion thereof.
The Council unanimously voted in favor to start the advisement phase of the bid process for a new fire truck.  Chief Martin stated that the specs had to be studied before a decision is made.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to adopt a Resolution finding and determining that no petition has been filed objecting to the proposed issuance of Water Revenue Bonds of the City of Patterson, State of Louisiana in the amount not to exceed Four Million Six Hundred Thousand Dollars ($4,600,000); authorizing the officials of the City to proceed with the preparation  of the documents required for the issuance of the Bonds and to obtain the approval of the Louisiana State Bond Commission for the issuance of the Bonds; and providing for other matters in connection therewith.
