Motion was made by Councilmember Turner, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to open bids received.  The Council unanimously agreed
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to amend the agenda to include the following:  Easter Stars Donation to the Community Center, Operation Save a Life and Discussion on Drainage.

Motion was made by Councilmember Turner, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to open bids received on Surplus Vehicles and Equipment as advertised.  The Council unanimously agreed.

The 1996 GMC 1500 pickup, the 1999 Chevy 2500 pickup, the 2000 Ford Crown Victoria Car, Blue, and the 2003 Ford Crown Victoria car, white were all advertised as minimum bid to be $20.00. Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer authorizing the Mayor to sell to the highest bidder.

Public Works Director Steve Bierhorst discussed the drainage problems in the City and surrounding areas during heavy down pours of rain.  His discussion included ways he was working with the Drainage District and other agencies to help elevate some of the problems.
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Fire Chief Sherel Martin discussed “Operation Save a Life” which was created by the Louisiana Office of State Fire Marshal and all local Fire Departments to combat the rise in fire related injury and deaths due to home fires in our great state. A Smoke Alarm Install Campaign will start in early fall.
Mrs. Brunetta Stewart representing the Ester Star Grand Chapter presented the Community Center a $1,000.00 donation toward their efforts in the Community Services provided by the Center.

Fy 2013-2014 was not an adoption it was an introduction of a Resolution and the presentation of the proposed budget.

No action was taken on the Ordinance providing for the creation of the Main Street/Down Town Commission.
A brief discussion by a resident on MLK concerning an abandoned house on the corner of MLK and Plum.  City Manager, David Lowery will start the procedures for removing the house.
