Minutes – March 11, 2014

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, March 11, 2014.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Rodney A. Grogan presided over the meeting.

Councilmembers present:  L. Mendoza, J. Rentrop, C. Sawyer and S. Turner

Councilmember absent:  Joe Russo, III

Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of GSE.

7:00 PM – Motion was made by Councilmember L. Mendoza, seconded by C. Sawyer to stop receiving bids on the CAD System for the Police Department.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Pastor Steve Kelly of the Bayou Vista Baptist Church led the Invocation.

Attorney Russel Cremaldi led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Grogan asked for a moment of silence in memory of 103 year old Ellen B. Triggs and the Chetman/Escort family who was killed in a recent accident.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to open bids received on the CAD System for the Police Department as advertised.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Only one bid was received from Certified Software Solutions of Louisiana L.L.C. of Mandeville, LA in the amount of $189,716.00 and Campbell Technology Consultants L.L.C. of Houma, LA in the amount of $18,740.00.  These two Companies undoubtedly work together providing Software and Hardware.  Both bids were in the same sealed envelope.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop with a unanimous consent from the Council to take the bids under advertisement and give to Chief LaSalle for his review making sure the bids meets the specifications as advertised.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Turner to amend the agenda to include Can Shakes.  Voting yeas:  L. Mendoza, J. Rentrop. C. Sawyer and S. Turner.  Absent and not voting:  Joe Russo, III.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to accept the Minutes of February 4, 2014 as written and dispense with the reading of the minutes.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Absent and not voting:  Joe Russo, III

Motion was made by Councilmember J. Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember S. Turner to accept the submission of the financial statement with ending date January 31, 2014 as presented.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Absent and not voting:  Joe Russo, III.

David Bourdier and Steve Bierhorst made remarks pertaining to the yearly Sawmill Festival held in early April.  They thanked the City for past support of the Festival and asked for continued support.  Bierhorst stated that the Festival proceeds support the Museum and the donation from the City is used for advertisement of the Festival.
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Motion was made by Councilmember L. Mendoza, seconded by J. Rentrop to appoint Jeff LaGrange as Chairman of the Roads/Street Committee.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Attorney Russel Cremaldi discussed Forms for Cooperative Agreements.  He stated that each request for Cooperative Agreements will be handled on an individual basis as each one should state exactly what the City will be engaged in.
Mr. Butch Felterman, Businessman and life time resident of Patterson spoke briefly on the River that runs through the City.  Motion was made by Councilmember L. Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember S. Turner to adopt a Proclamation declaring the waterway as the Lower Atchafalaya River.

Mr. Greg Aucoin introduced himself and stated he will be a candidate for Judge in the 16th JDC.

Aqua Safety One Community Program representatives gave a brief presentation of their program and efforts they are attempting.  One attempt is getting younger and older residents of the Parish to learn to swim.
Motion was made by L. Mendoza, seconded by S. Turner to grant request from the AAU and Patterson High to hold Can Shake one on March 15 and the other on March 22, 2014 from 9-12 at the corner of Main and Catherine.  The Council unanimously agreed
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There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember L. Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember J. Rentrop to adjourn the meeting.  The Council unanimously agreed.
