Minutes – May 6, 2014
The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, May 6, 2014.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Rodney A. Grogan presided over the meeting.

Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of GSE.

Pastor Couvillier led the Invocation.
Councilmember L. Mendoza led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion was made by Councilmember S. Turner to amend the Agenda correcting Item#5 which should have stated 16.00 Mills for Public Improvement for the tax year 2014, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  A roll call vote was as follows:  Yeas:  L. Mendoza, J. Rentrop, J. Russo, C. Sawyer and S. Turner.

Absent and not voting:  None

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Turner to approve the Minutes of April 1, 2014 as written and dispense with the reading of the Minutes.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to accept the submission of the financial statement with ending date being March 31, 2014 as presented.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to accept the submittal of the 2014-2015 Fiscal Year Budget.  Mayor Grogan asked that Councilmembers review budget and call City Hall or come to City Hall with questions before the regular scheduled meeting on June 3, 2014.  The Mayor also stated that a budget workshop could be scheduled if need be.  The Council unanimously agreed to accept the submission of the budget.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to amend the agenda to include any and all Proclamations as presented to the City.  Voting yeas:  Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo, Sawyer and Turner.  Voting  nay:  None, Absent and not voting:  None

Proclamations are as follows:  Aviation Month, Teacher Appreciation, Secretary Week, Foster Grandparents Month, East End Relay for Life, Loyalty Day, Older American Month, Kids to Park Day.  Each Proclamation was read individually by the Mayor, Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop these Proclamations as listed be proclaimed by the City.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Turner, seconded by Councilmember Russo to amend item #5 for a typo correction.  The Ordinance for Public Improvement Tax Mileage for Tax Year 2014 should read 16.00 mileage rate for 2014.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to INTRODUCE an Ordinance levying 16.00 mileage rate for 2014 property taxes.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to INTRODUCE an Ordinance levying 8.20 general alimony tax for 2014.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to accept a Resolution declaring Surplus Items which are no longer needed for public purposes. Voting yeas:  Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo, Sawyer and Turner.  Voting nay:  None, Absent and not voting:  None
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A request was granted to Mt. Pisgah Lodge to hold a can shake on May 24, 2014.  The Council unanimously agreed to grant this request.

A brief discussion was held on Health Insurance for City Employees.  The Cost of Health Insurance is going up yearly; therefore a study is needed to determine if any savings to the premium could be made.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to start work on projects on the gravity sewer systems on Willow Street, Progresso St. and Veterans Blvd.  On Willow Street it has been determined that health issues are a high risk and on Progresso and Veterans the work will create infrastructure which will create a higher tax base.

Mayor Grogan presented Deondre Diggs of Patterson Jr. High and Collin Wilkie of Hattie A. Watts Elementary a Certificate of Recognition from the City for being chosen as COX HEROES.
Mayor Grogan recognized and presented Meter Reader Lara Campbell and Meter Reader Thomas Gardella certificates for their dedication, loyalty, commitment and awareness for loss prevention.

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Russo to approve the DOTD Maintenance Contract with the City.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to approve the Managed Service Agreement by TechPulse Consulting, LLC.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to approve the Municode contract for the recodification process to the City Code of Ordinance.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to INTRODUCE an Ordinance to amend and reenact subsection 5.401 of the zoning ordinance on Individual house trailers (or mobile homes).

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to INTRODUCE an Ordinance to enact subsection 5.402 of the zoning ordinance on Trailers, Mobile Homes, Manufactured Homes, Modular Homes and Trailer Parks Prohibited on Main Street.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to INTRODUCE an Ordinance to amend and reenact subsection 5.403 of the zoning ordinance on Trailer (or mobile home parks).  Except where prohibited in Subsection 5.402.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ADOPTION OF BAIL BONDS AND FINES POLICY.
