Minutes – August 5, 2014
The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, August 5, 2014.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Rodney A. Grogan presided over the meeting.

Councilmembers present:  L. Mendoza, J. Rentrop, C. Sawyer, S. Turner and J. Russo, III.
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of GSE.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to amend the Agenda to include:  Stop receiving bids on Surplus Item and Open Bids received.  Introduce an Ordinance to abandoned utility servitude affecting all lots in block 5 of Sugar Ridge Subdivision.  A roll call vote was made.  All voted yeas to amend the agenda.
7:00 PM – Public hearings were held on the Sub diving of lots located on Tiffany and Camille, an Ordinance to authorize the sale of surplus property and the introduction of an Ordinance to abandoned utility servitude affecting all lots in block 5 of Sugar Ridge Subdivision.  The above mentioned Ordinances and the subdivision of lots were discussed.  No comments were made from the Council or the citizens.  The Planning Commission has approved the Ordinances and Subdivision of Lots as mentioned. Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to close the Public Hearing.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to stop receiving bids on the Excavator as advertised.  The Council unanimously agreed.

REGULAR MEETING

Councilmember Mendoza led the Invocation.

Councilmember Sawyer led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to approve the Minutes of July 1, 2014 as written and dispense with the reading of the Minutes.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Russo to accept the submission of the financial statement with ending date being June 30, 2014 as presented.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to grant a request to the 2-Win Organization to hold a 5K walk on Sept. 27, 2014.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Attorney Anthony Thibodeaux announced his candidacy for Judge in Division A of the 16th Judicial District.
Action was rescinded on 2014 Tax Mileage on all property situated in the City.  This action was necessary due to the advertisement of the Ordinances.  It was less than 30 days as required by State Law for mileage rates.  The motion to rescind was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer.  A roll call vote was held.  All Councilmembers voted yeas.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Turner to adopt an Ordinance levying 16.00 Millage rate for Public Improvement Tax for tax year 2014.  A roll call vote was held.  All Councilmembers voted yeas.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt an Ordinance levying 8.20 Millage rate for General Alimony Tax for 2014.  A roll call vote was held.  All Councilmembers voted yeas.
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Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop authorizing the Mayor to accept the Hausmann Park Survey Report. This report describes 300’ x 300 Tract which is plotted on the survey and it describes a larger Tract of Hausmann Park.  A roll call vote was taken.  All Councilmembers voted yeas.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a Resolution approving contract for engineering services.  This contract is between the City and Miller Engineers & Associates, Inc.  This contract  if for Miller to provide engineering services in connection with a contemplated public works project to construct a gravity sewer system from the existing pump station on Progresso Road north and south approximately 250 feet and along Veterans Blvd.  To Waveland Drive, approximately 320 feet for a total of 820 feet of gravity main; which system will include, but not be limited to, manholes, gravity main, services, tie-ins and roadway repairs.  A roll call vote was taken.  All Councilmembers voted yeas.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to approve a Resolution for the Willow Street Sewer.  A pre-bid was held on July 10, 2014 at 2:00 PM and bid was on July 24, 2014 at 11:00 AM.  Byron E. Talbot Contractors had the lowest bid at $263,838.50.  A Recommendation of Award was sent to the City subject to a deductive change order in the amount of $58,902.50.  A Roll call vote was held to approve the Resolution which states the lowest bidder and the deductive change.

Voting nay:  S. Turner

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Turner to approve a Resolution rejecting bids for the Water Treatment Plant Expansion which exceeded the project budget and the scope of work is redefined and rebid.  A roll call vote was taken.  All Councilmembers voted yeas.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt an Ordinance authorizing the sale of surplus property.  The surplus item is a 2002 Bobcat excavator, model #334 D.  A roll call vote was taken.  All Councilmembers voted yeas.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to open bids received.  The Council unanimously agreed

The bid of $6,900.00 was received from Duhon Equipment Company of Lafayette. Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to accept the bid and authorize the Mayor to sell.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to introduce and Ordinance abandoning Utility Servitude affecting all lots in block 5 of Sugar Ridge Subdivision.

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  The Council unanimously agreed.
