Minutes – September 2, 2014
The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, September 2, 2014.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Pro-tem Sandra K. Turner presided over the meeting in the absence of Mayor R. Grogan.

Councilmembers present:  L. Mendoza, J. Rentrop, C. Sawyer, S. Turner and J. Russo, III.

Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of GSE.

7:00 PM – Public Hearing – An Ordinance abandoning Utility Servitude affecting all lots in Block 5 of Sugar Ridge Subdivision.  City Attorney Russel Cremaldi read the Ordinance as it was introduced at last month meeting.  A brief discussion was held.  No comments from the Council or Public was made.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to close the Public Hearing.  The Council unanimously agreed.
REGULAR MEETING

Pastor Bobby Powell of Bayou Vista Baptist Church led the Invocation.
Councilmember L. Mendoza led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember J. Russo to amend the Agenda to include the approval of sub diving of four lots on Signe and Camille.  A roll call vote was made.  All Councilmembers voted yeas and Councilmember Turner abstained due to her role as Mayor for this meeting.

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Russo to accept the submission of the financial statement with ending date being July 31, 2014 as presented.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Russo, seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt Ordinance No. 2014-08 as it pertains to abandoning utility servitude affecting all lots in block 5 of Sugar Ridge Subdivision.  A roll call vote was made.  All Councilmembers voted yeas and Councilmember Turner abstained due to her role as Mayor for this meeting.`

Council on Aging representative Beverly Domengeaux presented the Council with the 2013-2014 Service Report.  Mrs. Pat Blanco spoke briefly on legislation on elderly affairs and constitutional amendment Act 874.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt a Resolution as proposed by the Louisiana Municipal Association in support of constitutional amendment #3 and #10.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to approve the subdivided lots as recommended by the Planning Commission. 338 Tiffany St., to be subdivided into two lots one fronting on Tiffany bearing the same address and one fronting on Signe Dr. bearing the new address of 314 Signe Dr.  325 and 327 Camille Dr. to be sub divided into three lots fronting on Camille Dr. bearing the address of 325 A, 325B and 327 Camille Dr.  329 Camille Dr. to be subdivided into two lots both fronting on Camille Dr. bearing the address of 329A and 329B Camille Drive.  A roll call vote was made.  All Councilmembers voted yeas and Councilmember Turner abstained due to her role as Mayor at this meeting.

Chief LaSalle discussed a 12% pay increase for his department and the department being paid on a biweekly basis which is based on a 14 day cycle instead of a 15 day cycle.

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  The Council unanimously agreed.
