The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, October 7, 2014.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.

Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of GSE.

REGULAR MEETING

Brother Gowan of Word of Life Church led the Invocation.

Attorney Russel Cremaldi led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to accept the submission of the financial statement with ending date being August 31, 2014 as presented.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to accept the August 2014 and September 2014 Minutes as written and dispense with the reading.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Mayor Grogan announced the November Meeting will be changed to the second Tuesday which is November 11, 2014 because the City Hall will be used as a voting precinct for the November Primary Election.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to grant a request to use the City Hall Parking lot on October 11, 2014 at 12:00 for the observance of Our Lady of Fatima with a Rosary.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to amend the agenda to include a request for a can shake.  A roll call vote was held with all members voting yeas.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to grant a Can Shake Request to PHS Girls Basketball Team.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Turner to adopt a Resolution for St. Mary Hazard Mitigation Plan Update and support the plan as it pertains to Patterson and the entire parish.  The Council unanimously agreed
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a Resolution Fixing Work Period for Law Enforcement Employees.  The Council unanimously agreed.
A discussion was held about needed repairs of major and minor streets in the City.  It has been estimated the cost would be $1.11 million.  The City will apply for Capital Outlay funds to hopefully start this project.  

A discussion was held on the changing of plans for the new water treatment plant.  We are now proceeding with a non-conditional plant similar to the two in Batesville, Arkansas that City Officials recently visited.  The engineers originally designed a conventional water plant, but the bids came back much higher than the budgeted amount.  Saleh will be the design engineer for the plant while Providence/GSE will oversee the design and construction.  
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Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to grant a Can Shake Request on October 18th from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM to the Patterson High School’s Project Graduation.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Turner to Proclaim Red Ribbon Week October 17 – 26, 2014.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to grant a can shake for the Knights of Columbus on October 11, 2014.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Mayor Grogan announced Patterson High School’s Homecoming festivities.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Sawyer to proclaim Thursday, October 30, 2014, from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM as Trick or Treat night in the City of Patterson.

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  The Council unanimously agreed.
