REGULAR MEETING

Councilmember Larry Mendoza led the Invocation.
The Mayor offered a moment of silence for the Willoughby family for the loss of Salea Brook Willoughby.
Councilmember Joe Russo, III led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion was made by Councilmember L. Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember J. Russo to amend the agenda to change #8 from discussing the Mayor’s Benefits to Introduce an Ordinance on the Mayor’s Benefits.   A roll call vote was made.  All councilmembers voted yeas. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Russo to amend the agenda to add Chief Patrick LaSalle to the agenda.  A roll call vote was made.  All councilmembers voted yeas.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to accept the submission of the financial statement with ending date being October 31, 2014 as presented.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Russo to dispense reading the minutes and accept the November minutes as written.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Ryan Aucoin with the Main Street Committee and Marilyn LaSalle with PEDSCO spoke about the upcoming Patterson Main Street Christmas lighting contest within the City Limits, along with a Boat Parade on December 13th beginning at 6:00 PM.  Prizes for 1st, 2nd and 3rd will be given for each.  The Annual Christmas parade is Sunday, December 14th at 2 PM.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt a resolution for the sale of movable items that are no longer needed for public purposes by the City of Patterson.  The Council unanimously agreed.

All Councilmembers voted yeas.
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Chief LaSalle gave a report on his department.
