Minutes – April 7, 2015
The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, April 7, 2015.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.

7:00PM   Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Turner to stop receiving bids on Surplus items.

PUBLIC HEARING – The Variance Request to rezone 1903 Main Street from R6 – Residential to C – Commercial was withdrawn.  

REGULAR MEETING

The Mayor called to order the Council Meeting.

Brother Marty Harden led the Invocation.
Councilmember Larry Mendoza led the Pledge of Allegiance.
A Roll Call was taken by City Clerk, Angela Shilling-Boyles.  Councilmembers present were Travis Darnell, Larry Mendoza, John Rentrop, and Sandra Turner. Councilmembers absent:  Joe Russo, III.

Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to dispense with the reading and approve the March 3, 2015 Minutes. All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded Councilmember Darnell to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending February 28, 2015.   All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent.  

Jeffery Lagrange spoke about the Cypress Sawmill Festival that will take place Friday, April 10 – 13, 2015.  This is the festivals 25th year.  Mayor Grogan asked the public to support the Festival.  The proceeds go toward the Louisiana State Museum in Patterson.
The Black Bear Festival Chairman was not in attendance.

Chief LaSalle said his police force was going to volunteer their time.
Steve Bierhorst, Public Works Director, has been in contact with BNSF Railroad concerning the junk cars parked at Hwy. 90 and Veterans.  The City is waiting for a letter from BNSF to allow the City to enforce the “No Trespassing” law.  The City will be placing “No Trespassing” signs, and enforcing this with the help of the Police Department.   
The Water Plant’s Specs are 90 % complete.   

Ryan Aucoin, Community Development Director, stated that the State Department approved the City’s application for a Cultural Development District.  This will create tax incentives for that district.

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to authorize the Mayor to advertise for bids on the First Street Overlay Project.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to amend the Resolution regarding Public Comment by deleting rule # 1 which states:  “Persons wishing to address the City Council shall call the City Clerk and request to be placed on the agenda.  Persons may be placed on the agenda by so requesting not later than 12:00 PM on the day of the meeting.” This rule will be deleted from the Resolution.   All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent.  

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Turner to amend the Resolution for the LGAP Application for Funds to install the needed water line main valve.  The Title of fund application had to be changed to CWEF, Community Water Enrichment Fund.    All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and Seconded by Councilmember Darnell to adopt a Resolution of Respect for Kevin Lawrence Savoie, a member of the Patterson Planning and Zoning Commission, devoted husband, father and grandfather. All Councilmembers present voted yeas.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to adopt a Resolution of Respect for Delores Charles Henderson, former librarian at Hattie Watts Elementary and Hattie Watts High School, known to many as “Ms. Toots”.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Darnell and seconded by Councilmember Turner to Introduce an Ordinance to change the time of the monthly Council Meeting from 7:00 PM to 6:00 PM and the official meeting place of the Mayor and City Council to 1314 Main Street.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent.  
#11-4 was withdrawn from the Agenda.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a Resolution to Authorize Petition for Declaratory Judgment Regarding Park Property.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Turner to introduce an Ordinance levying a General Alimony Tax of 8.20 Mills for the year 2015 on all property situated in the City of Patterson.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent.   
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to introduce an Ordinance to levy millage rates of 16.00 mills for Public Improvement Bond for Waterworks Issues for the year 2015 on all property situated in the City of Patterson.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas, Councilmember Russo was absent.  
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Motion was made by Councilmember John Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Travis Darnell to AMEND 2014-2015 OPERATING BUDGET as recommended by the City Accountant Reginald Weary.
