Minutes – August 4, 2015
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, August 4, 2015.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
REGULAR MEETING

The Mayor called the Council Meeting to order.

Ronnie Couvillier led the Invocation.
Councilmember Rentrop led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Grogan asked for a Moment of Silence for Charles Rentrop, Councilmember Rentrop‘s father; Craig Verdine, Jr., Officer Craig Verdine, Sr.’s son, the Victims of Lafayette Theater Shooting, and Rudolph Vilo, Police Chief Patrick LaSalle’s Uncle.
Mayor Grogan asked to amend the Agenda to add a Resolution giving preliminary approval to the issuance of not exceeding One Million Dollars of Limited Tax Bonds.  Councilmember Rentrop made the motion and it was seconded by Councilmember Mendoza.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  No councilmembers were absent or abstained.  There was no public comment.
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner were all present.
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to dispense with the reading and approve the July 7, 2015 Minutes. All Councilmembers voted yea. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded Councilmember Mendoza to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending June 30, 2015.   All Councilmembers voted yea.

There was no public comment.

Jason Akers, a bond attorney with Foley and Judell, gave a lengthy discussion on the Resolution giving the City of Patterson preliminary approval to the issuance of not exceeding One Million Dollars of Limited Tax Bonds.  This will provide the City funds for the repair of streets that are in dire need of resurfacing.   Mr. Akers stated the dedication of the funds will derive by collection of Ad Valorem Taxes.  

David Hanagriff, currently a St. Mary Parish Councilmember for District 3, announced his candidacy for Parish President.

Paul Naquin, currently Parish President, announced his candidacy for District 9, Councilmember at Large.

Mayor Grogan asked for the Bids to be opened for 1114 Main Street and 1300 Main Street.  Bids were as follows:

Excellent Exteriors gave a combined bid of 31,200.00.

C & T Construction, Inc. gave a bid of $14,500 for 1300 Main Street, and a bid of $15,800 for 1114 Main Street. 
Thibodeaux Demolition gave a bid of $6,300 for 1300 Main Street, and a bid of $8,600 for 1114 Main Street.
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Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to accept the lowest bid on both properties.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  No councilmembers were absent or abstained.  The demolition at both properties was awarded to Thibodeaux Demolition.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a resolution giving preliminary approval to the issuance of not exceeding One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) of limited tax bonds for the repair of street resurfacing.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  No councilmembers were absent or abstained.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to introduce an ordinance amending the section on health insurance benefit for retirees.  The amendment will limit benefits to the retiree only, and will not include family members or dependents. 
Mayor Grogan gave a brief discussion on the differences in going with Pelican Waste and Debris, LLC as the City’s garbage pickup and disposal.  Mayor Grogan introduced Roddy Matherne with Pelican Waste and he gave a brief explanation.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to introduce an ordinance authorizing the Mayor to enter into a contract on behalf of the City of Patterson with Pelican Waste and Debris, LLC for garbage pickup and disposal.  All Councilmembers voted yea.

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt a resolution to sell movable items that are no longer needed for public purposes, and it would be in the best interest of the City to sell the items.  All Councilmembers voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Turner to introduce an ordinance adopting article VI entitled “Video Camera Systems” of Chapter 12 to the Patterson Code of Ordinances requiring certain businesses to install and maintain a video camera system.  All Councilmembers voted yea.

Mayor Grogan read a letter submitted by Troy LaRive, commander for the American Legion Post 242, asking for permission to pass through the City of Patterson Saturday Morning, November 7, 2015 with a veteran’s motorcade modelled after the Dare Motorcade.  It will be called “Veterans Ride with Pride”.  Councilmember Larry Mendoza asked Detective Larry Jones if he saw a problem with it and Detective Jones said it would be no problem.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE presented an engineering report.  He also clarified that the City of Patterson has 45 days to make an award on the bids for the street.   
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
