Minutes – December 1, 2015
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, December 1, 2015.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
6:30 PM – A public hearings was held for a variance request to subdivide 204 Main Street and 209 Hwy 90.  No comments were made from the Council or the citizens.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Russo to close the Public Hearing.  The Council unanimously agreed.
REGULAR MEETING
The Mayor called the Council Meeting to order.

Ronnie Couvillier led the Invocation.

Councilmember Rentrop led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, seconded by Councilmember Russo to amend the Agenda to include a resolution to enter into an agreement with Community Foundation of Acadiana.
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, and Russo were present.  Councilmember Sandra Turner was absent.
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to dispense with the reading and approve the November 3, 2015 Minutes.  All Councilmembers present voted yea.
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded Councilmember Rentrop to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending October 31, 2015.   All Councilmembers present voted yea. 
Tony Martinez of Smoke n Go, spoke about the surveillance video ordinance.  Mr. Martinez expressed concern about the wording in the ordinance.  There was no other public comment.

Mayor Grogan recognized David Hill, Justice of the Peace, and thanked him for attending the council meeting.       
The Mayor and Council received reports from Police Officer James Carinhas; Public Works Director, Steve Bierhorst; Water Plant Supervisor, Sharon Gillum; and Community Development /Affairs, Ryan Aucoin.
Pelican Waste will pick up their cans only.  Residents can purchase an extra garbage can from Pelican Waste for $65.00.  No more than two cans per house.
According to Catherine Siracusa, St. Mary Parish Government Black Bear Conflict Manager, not all residents are locking the garbage cans.   Also, residents are asked not to feed the bears.  Ms. Siracusa is hoping the Parish will pass an ordinance that will allow municipalities to discipline residents not complying.
Mayor Grogan announced we will be collecting gifts for Carl’s Gifts for Tots and the Elderly.
Planning and Zoning recommended to change the distance for Crematories to 600 feet in the City of Patterson.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop to accept the recommendation.  No Councilmembers seconded, and the ordinance failed.  
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Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a  resolution awarding and authorizing the signing of the Construction Contract for the 3MGD Compact Clarification System, Water Treatment Plant, authorizing the issuance of the Notice to Proceed.  All Councilmembers present voted yea.  Councilmember Sandra Turner was absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to grant the Variances at 204 Main Street and 209 Hwy 90.  All Councilmembers present voted yea.  Councilmember Turner was absent.

There was a lengthy discussion on the Video Surveillance Ordinance.  City Attorney Russel Cremaldi said he would communicate with Chief LaSalle on the wording of the ordinance. 

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt a resolution in support of CLECO.  All Councilmembers present voted yea.   Councilmember Turner was absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to allow the Mayor and the Chairperson of the Historical and Cultural Commission to enter into an agreement with the Community Foundation of Acadiana.  All Councilmembers present voted yea.   Councilmember Turner was absent.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE gave an update on the Water Plant and the Asphaltic concrete project.
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  All Councilmembers present voted yea.
