Minutes – June 2, 2015
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, June 2, 2015.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.

A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss the Fiscal Year Budget 2015-2016.  No comments or discussion on the public hearing.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to close the Public Hearing.  The Council unanimously agreed.
REGULAR MEETING

The Mayor called to order the Council Meeting.

Councilmember Larry Mendoza led the Invocation.
Scout Tyler Bourdier led the Pledge of Allegiance.
A Roll Call was taken.  Councilmembers present were Travis Darnell, Larry Mendoza, John Rentrop, Joe Russo, III, and Sandra Turner. 
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Russo to dispense with the reading and approve the May 5, 2015 Minutes. All Councilmembers voted yea. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded Councilmember Darnell to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending April 30, 2015.   All Councilmembers voted yea.

Lewis Pittman was a guest.  He announced his candidacy for District Judge for Division D.

Gary McGoffin, President of the Evangeline Area Council gave a lengthy discussion in favor of keeping the Boy Scout hut at Morey Park.
Patrick Skiles, Attorney at Law, spoke on the legality of a private organization being housed on public property.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to adopt the 2015-2016 Fiscal Year Budget.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  No councilmember was absent or abstained.
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Turner to appoint the Daily Review as the City of Patterson’s Official Journal, as required by the Secretary of State.  A roll call vote was held.  All Councilmembers voted yea.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to refer the amendment to the zoning ordinance, section 5.401 pertaining to mobile homes, to the Planning and Zoning Committee.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza and Rentrop voted yea; Councilmembers Russo and Turner opposed.   The amendment to the ordinance was referred to the Planning and Zoning Committee.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to accept the Resolution Authorizing Demolition of the City owned building at 1114 Main.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  No councilmembers were absent or abstained.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to adopt a resolution to sell movable items consisting of personal and household contents of the house situated at 1114 Main Street, Patterson, Louisiana by Sealed Bid.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  No councilmembers were absent or abstained.
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Dawn Rentrop, Chairperson for the Lower Atchafalaya Cultural / Historic District and Ryan Aucoin, Community Development Director, submitted a proposal for the Improvement of Morey Park.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and Seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt a resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute a Maintenance Agreement including mowing and litter pickup with the State of Louisiana Department of Transportation and Development for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2016.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE presented an engineering report.                                                             
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
