Minutes – March 3, 2015
The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, March 3, 2015.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.

REGULAR MEETING

The Mayor called to order the Council Meeting.

Brother Wendell led the Invocation.
Russel Cremaldi led the Pledge of Allegiance.
A Roll Call was taken by City Clerk, Angela Shilling-Boyles.  Councilmembers present:  Larry Mendoza, John Rentrop, and Sandra Turner. Councilmembers absent:  Travis Darnell and Joe Russo, III.

Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to amend the agenda to add a Resolution to allow the City to request grant money from Louisiana Government Assistance Program, LGAP.

 There was no public comment.
Veteran Mark Bogan, an Advocate for Veteran Affairs, spoke about the importance of the volunteer drivers that take Veterans to their doctor’s appointments.  He is asking each municipality to pay a stipend to the volunteer drivers.  Mayor Grogan will get with the other Mayors in the Parish to discuss the stipend and take it into consideration.

Connie Castille, the executive director of Teche Ecology, Culture and History Education (TECHE) Project presented the City with a Certificate from the United States Department of the Interior.  The U.S. Department of Interior designated the Bayou Teche Paddle Trail, including the Lower Atchafalaya, as a National Water Trail in the National Water Trails System.  Ms. Castille spoke on the Teche Project being a non-profit organization promoting the education, culture, history and recreation.   
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded Councilmember Turner to accept the submission of the financial statement with ending date being January 31, 2015.   All Councilmembers present voted yeas. Councilmember Darnell and Councilmember Russo were absent.  

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to dispense with the reading and approve the February 3, 2015 Minutes. All Councilmembers present voted yeas. Councilmember Darnell and Councilmember Russo were absent.
Chief LaSalle spoke on the increase in State mandated fees and a walking patrol in the near future.
Monthly reports were given by department supervisors.
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Mayor Grogan spoke about the Special Call Meeting held February 23, 2015 on Delinquent paving assessments.  City Attorney, Russel Cremaldi, will execute one last letter demanding payment.  The property owner will have 15 days to pay and then the City will file suit on each property owner.
Mayor Grogan stressed the need to resurface First Street, from Railroad to Martin Luther King with a 2” overlay.  The project will cost approximately $125,000.00.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to proceed with project.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas. Councilmember Darnell and Councilmember Russo were absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and Seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a Resolution to rebid surplus items that are no longer needed by the City of Patterson.  The bidding will end at 7:00PM on April 7, 2015, and bids will be opened at the regular meeting of the City Council on April 7, 2015.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas. Councilmember Darnell and Councilmember Russo were absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and Seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to accept the bid from Southern Constructors, L. L. C. for the construction of the gravity sewer extension along Progresso Street and Veterans Drive.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas. Councilmember Darnell and Councilmember Russo were absent. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and Seconded by Councilmember Turner to adopt a Resolution of Respect for Lena Cutrera Bernauer, beloved wife of former Mayor James L. Bernauer, mother and teacher.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas. Councilmember Darnell and Councilmember Russo were absent.
Mayor Grogan stated he will get with the City Attorney, Russel Cremaldi, on the State mandated fees for the Mayor’s Court.

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt a Resolution to request grant money from Louisiana Government Assistance Program (LGAP) to install the needed water valve.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and Seconded by Councilmember Turner to adopt a Proclamation for “Leaders against Litter”.  All Councilmembers present voted yeas. Councilmember Darnell and Councilmember Russo were absent.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE presented an engineering report.
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Turner.  The Council unanimously agreed.
