Minutes – November 3, 2015
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, November 3, 2015.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
REGULAR MEETING

The Mayor called the Council Meeting to order.

Ronnie Couvillier led the Invocation.
Mayor Grogan led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Kim Dardeau, Tax Collector, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner were present.
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to dispense with the reading and approve the October 6, 2015 Minutes.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
Motion was made by Councilmember Darnell and seconded Councilmember Russo to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending September 30, 2015.   All Councilmembers voted yea. 
There was no public comment.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to grant a permit to the Patterson High School Girls basketball team to hold a can shake on November 8th on the corner of Catherine and Main Street from 10AM to 1PM.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
The Mayor and Council received reports from Police Chief LaSalle; Public Works Director, Steve Bierhorst; Water Plant Supervisor, Sharon Gillum; and Community Development /Affairs, Ryan Aucoin.
A lengthy discussion was given on Crematories in the City of Patterson by the City’s Attorney, Russel Cremaldi.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to refer the proposed ordinance on crematories back to the Planning and Zoning Commission for more review.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
Mayor Grogan asked to amend the agenda.  Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to amend the agenda and allow the Main Street Committee to speak about the Community Foundation of Acadiana.  A roll call vote was held and Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner all voted yeas.  There was no public comment.  

There was a lengthy discussion with members from the Main Street Committee. They explained the benefits of signing an agreement with the Community Foundation of Acadiana.  An account would be set up with the Foundation to allow donations to be received toward the renovations of Morey Park.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Turner to allow the Mayor to sign the agreement on behalf of the Main Street Committee.  All Councilmembers voted yea.  
Mayor Grogan informed the Council that he attended the Community Foundation of Acadiana’s Fifth Annual Leaders in Philanthropy Awards today in Lafayette.  Butch and Sylvia Felterman were honored as recipients of the 2015 Leaders in Philanthropy Award from the Community Foundation of Acadiana.
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Mr. Richard with Cox Business spoke to the council about different phone and internet plans that would benefit the City.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to authorize the Mayor to enter into a contract with Cox Business.  A roll call vote was held, councilmember Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Mayor Grogan announced the Patterson Police Department will hold a Blood Drive on November 7th from 10:30 AM to 2 PM in the City Hall Parking Lot and a Mobile Animal Clinic will be held on November 14th beginning at 9 AM in the City Hall Parking Lot.

Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE gave an update on the Water Plant and the Asphaltic concrete project.
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
