Minutes – October 6, 2015
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, October 6, 2015.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss an Ordinance authorizing the incurring of debt and issuance of One Million Dollars of Limited Tax Bonds.  There was no public comment.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  All Council members present voted yea, Councilmember Darnell was absent.
REGULAR MEETING

The Mayor called the Council Meeting to order.

Steve Manville with Bethel Pentecostal Fellowship led the Invocation.
Councilmember Joe Russo led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Grogan asked to amend the agenda to add Gary Duhon as a guest.  Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to allow Gary Duhon to speak as a guest, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  A roll call vote was held all Councilmembers present voted yea, and Councilmember Darnell was absent.  Mayor Grogan asked to amend the agenda to add a Domestic Violence Proclamation.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Turner.   A roll call vote was held all Councilmembers present voted yea, and Councilmember Darnell was absent.  
City Clerk Angela Shilling Boyles called roll.  Councilmembers Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner were present and Councilmember Darnell was absent.
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to dispense with the reading and approve the September 1, 2015 Minutes.  All Councilmembers present voted yea, and Councilmember Darnell was absent. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded Councilmember Rentrop to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending August 31, 2015.   All Councilmembers present voted yea, and Councilmember Darnell was absent. 
There was no public comment.

Gary Duhon announced his candidacy for Parish President. 

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to grant a permit for Project Graduation to hold a can shake on October 18th on the corner of Catherine and Main Street from 9AM to 2PM. 
Clay Richardson with Calumet Baptist Church spoke about the 2nd Harvest Food Bank.   Their next sign up date is October 10th and a food distribution day on October 23rd.  Calumet Baptist Church is located at 4042 Hwy 90.   
The Mayor read the National POW/MIA Proclamation signed by the area Mayors on September 29, 2015.
The Mayor read the Red Ribbon Proclamation.  Lena Henry with the Red Ribbon Committee spoke about the 2015 campaign. Bully Free day is October 26, 2015.  Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to record the Proclamation and Councilmember Turner seconded the motion.  All Councilmembers present voted yea, and Councilmember Darnell was absent.   
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The Mayor read the Domestic Violence Awareness Month Proclamation.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to record the proclamation in the minute book.  

A lengthy discussion by Catherine Siracusa, St. Mary Parish Black Bear Conflict Officer, on the black bear situation and the responsibilities of the Citizens, in order to cut down on the bears coming into neighborhoods looking for food. 
The Mayor stated that the City of Patterson was voted safest city in the State of Louisiana by the FBI.
The Mayor and Council received reports from Steve Bierhorst, the City’s Public Works Director, Sharon Gillum, Water Plant Supervisor, and Ryan Aucoin, Community Development /Affairs.
A lengthy discussion by Joe Lewis, Animal Warden, discussing the Mobile Clinic they held and another Mobile Clinic they will be holding on November 14th and on vicious dog regulations.  December 13th a Christmas dog parade will be held preceding the City’s annual Christmas parade.

Jason Akers with Foley and Judell, gave a breakdown of banks solicited for the best interest rate on a 12 year term and the fees for the street project.  Whitney Bank gave 2.167% locked in for the next 40 days.    Councilmember Mendoza made a motion, seconded by councilmember Rentrop to adopt an Ordinance authorizing the incurring of debt and issuance of One Million Dollars of Limited Tax Bonds.  Councilmembers Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Darnell was absent.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and Seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt a Resolution awarding and authorizing the signing of the Construction Contract for the Asphaltic Concrete Overlay and authorizing the issuance of the Notice to Proceed.  Councilmembers Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Darnell was absent.  
Attorney Russel Cremaldi reported the results of the petition filed in the 15th Judicial Court concerning the back portion of land adjacent to Morey Park.  The Court granted the city a judgment declaring ownership to the City of Patterson.
Mayor Grogan stated that a special call meeting will be held this month to discuss the Boy Scout hut.

December 1, 2015, the City’s health insurance will increase.  The Mayor recommended adjusting the City’s Contribution on Health Insurance Coverage for Employees at 75% and Family/Dependents at 50%.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adjust the City’s contribution to the Health Insurance coverage and go with the Mayor’s recommendation of Employees at 75%, and Family/Dependents at 50%.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Darnell was absent.  
Attorney Russel Cremaldi prepared a Zoning Ordinance in regards to Crematoriums.  The Mayor recommended the Planning and Zoning Commission to review the ordinance and advise the council.
 Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to turn the ordinance over to the Planning and Zoning Commission for their review and recommendations.   
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt a resolution for purchase and replacement of gas and water meter equipment.    A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Darnell was absent.  
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Mayor Grogan made several announcements.
The St. Mary Parish Council has increased Tipping fees.

Halloween will be observed on Saturday, October 31, 2015, from 6:00 to 8:00 PM.

Political signs should be removed within a reasonable time after election.
Keep St Mary Beautiful won top awards at the Keep Louisiana Beautiful Conference in Lafayette.  
Dr. Alice Pecoraro was awarded the Alice Foster Award and Franklin Foundation was the recipient of the Corporate Leadership Award.  

New garbage cans from Pelican Waste should be on the ground November 1, 2015.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE informed Council that the Water Plant has received final approval from Department of Health and Hospitals.  The Asphaltic concrete project will move on as soon as all the paperwork is completed.
The Mayor thanked the Duhon’s for staying the whole council meeting; and Sean Marshall, with the Planning and Zoning Commission, for coming to all the Council meetings.

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Turner.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
