Minutes – September 1, 2015

City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, September 1, 2015.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to stop receiving bids, seconded by Councilmember Mendoza.  
A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss an ordinance to amend the section on health Insurance Benefits for Retirees, an Ordinance to enter into a contract with Pelican Waste and Debris, LLC, and a Video Surveillance Ordinance.  There was no public comment.  Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to close the Public Hearing; it was seconded by Councilmember Russo.  The Council unanimously agreed.
REGULAR MEETING

The Mayor called the Council Meeting to order.

Councilmember Larry Mendoza led the Invocation.
Councilmember John Rentrop led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Grogan asked for a Moment of Silence for the City’s Billing Clerk, Anita Wilkerson; State Trooper Steven Vincent; Sunset Police Officer Nelson and Grand Couteau Mayor’s sister, Shameka Johnson.
Kim Dardeau, Tax Collector, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Russo were present and Councilmember Turner was absent.
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to dispense with the reading and approve the August 4, 2015 Minutes.  All Councilmembers present voted yea, and Councilmember Turner was absent. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded Councilmember Mendoza to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending July 31, 2015.   All Councilmembers present voted yea, and Councilmember Turner was absent. 
Mayor Grogan asked to amend the Agenda to add an Introduction to an Ordinance authorizing the incurring of debt and issuance of One Million Dollars of Limited Tax Bonds.  Councilmember Larry Mendoza made the motion to amend the agenda to include the introduction to the ordinance and it was seconded by Councilmember Travis Darnell.   A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, and Russo voted yea.  Councilmember Sandra Turner was absent.  There was no public comment.
Beverly Domengeaux with the St. Mary Council on Aging gave a service report for the City of Patterson’s senior citizens.  Mrs. Domengeaux thanked Patterson for their annual donation and invited the Mayor and Council to the annual meeting.

The Mayor and Council received reports from Chief Patrick LaSalle, Steve Bierhorst, the City’s Public Works Director and Ryan Aucoin, Community Development /Affairs.

Mayor Grogan opened bids received on surplus moveable items.

Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to authorize the Mayor to accept the highest bidder, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, and Russo voted yea.  Councilmember Sandra Turner was absent.  
The Mayor asked for a motion to dispose of all the surplus items not sold.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza.  All Councilmembers present voted yea. Councilmember Turner was absent.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt an ordinance amending the section on health insurance benefits for retirees.  The amendment will limit benefits to the retiree only, and will not include family members or dependents.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, and Russo voted yea.  Councilmember Sandra Turner was absent.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to adopt an ordinance authorizing the Mayor to enter into a contract on behalf of the City of Patterson with Pelican Waste and Debris, LLC for garbage pickup and disposal. A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, and Russo voted yea.  Councilmember Sandra Turner was absent.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to introduce an ordinance adopting article VI entitled “Video Camera Systems” of Chapter 12 to the Patterson Code of Ordinances requiring certain businesses to install and maintain a video camera system.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, and Russo voted yea.  Councilmember Sandra Turner was absent.  
After a very lengthy discussion of the problems in the Patterson area on Pitt Bulls and Vicious dogs, with input from Animal Warden, Joe Lewis, Assistant Devan Washington, and Attorney Russel Cremaldi, the Mayor asked the council to table the amendment to the Pit Bull and vicious dog ordinance for further discussion.  Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to table the Pit Bull and vicious dog ordinance.  All Councilmembers present voted yea.
Mayor Grogan announced that the City will host a Mobile Animal Clinic on Saturday, September 12th at 9AM until 2PM at City Hall.  The City of Patterson will provide free pet registration.  The Mobile Animal Clinic will charge a fee for shots and microchips.
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Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to introduce an Ordinance authorizing the incurring of debt and issuance of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) of limited tax bonds.  Prescribing the form, terms and conditions of said Bonds; designating the date, amount and place of payment of said Bonds; providing for the payment thereof in principal and interest; providing for the acceptance of an offer for the purchase of said bonds; and providing for other matters in connection therewith.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Russo voted yea. Councilmember Turner was absent.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE presented an update on the Water Plant and asphaltic concrete project.

Mayor Grogan announced that the City of Patterson will be in court Friday, September 4, 2015 to discuss the petition for the park property.
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
