Minutes – April 5, 2016
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, April 5, 2016.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
6:30 PM –A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss an ordinance amending Volunteer Fire Department qualifications.  The Mayor explained this will bring the qualification up to date. There was no public comment.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop voted yea.  Councilmembers Russo and Turner were absent.
REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Grogan called the Council Meeting to order.
Mayor Grogan asked for a moment of silence for Shanqualla Turner Thompson, Daughter of Councilmember Sandra and Ronny Turner.
Brother Marty Harding with Bethel Pentecostal Church led the Invocation.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison by all.
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, and Rentrop were present.  Councilmember Russo and Turner were absent. 
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to dispense with the reading and approve the March 1, 2016 Minutes.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop voted yea.  Councilmembers Russo and Turner were absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Darnell and seconded Councilmember Rentrop to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending February 29, 2016.   Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop voted yea.  Councilmembers Russo and Turner were absent.
There was no public comment. 

The Mayor and Council received reports from departments.  

Mayor Grogan announced that Partners of the Park, an affiliate of the Community Foundation of Acadiana, is having a Wine and Hors d’oeuvres Social on April 7, 2016 from 6:00 – 8:30 PM at the Wedell-Williams Memorial Aviation and Cypress Sawmill Museum to help raise money for the renovation of Morey Park.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt an Ordinance amending Section 8-40 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Patterson regarding appointment and qualifications of members of the Patterson Volunteer Fire Department, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop voted yea.  Councilmembers Russo and Turner were absent.
There was a brief discussion on the Introduction of the Ordinance to adopt the revised Code of Ordinances.  Russel Cremaldi, City Attorney, explained Municode helps Municipalities clean up and maintain their ordinances, without changing the ordinances.  

Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to introduce an ordinance to adopt the revised Code of Ordinances to become effective July 1, 2016, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop voted yea.  Councilmembers Russo and Turner were absent.
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Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to grant a permit to PEDSCO for a 5K Run on June 25, 2016.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop voted yea.  Councilmembers Russo and Turner were absent.
After a brief discussion on a 4-way stop sign at the corner of Martin Luther King and Cherry Street, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to table this item until full council is present, and it was seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  There was a roll call.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop voted yea.  Councilmembers Russo and Turner were absent.
There was a brief discussion on allowing golf carts on certain streets in the City of Patterson.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to postpone action until further study can be done and all council is present.  There was a roll call.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop voted yea.  Councilmembers Russo and Turner were absent.
Mayor Grogan announced the funeral services for Councilmember Sandra Turner’s daughter, Shanqualla Turner Thompson.

Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE gave an update on the Water Plant project and the Asphaltic concrete project.

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  
The Council unanimously agreed.
