Minutes – February 2, 2016
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, February 2, 2016.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
6:30 PM - A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss an ordinance authorizing and directing sale of surplus property by public sale.  There was no public comment.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  The Council unanimously agreed.

REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Grogan called the Council Meeting to order.

Pastor Mark Gowan with Word of Life Church led the Invocation.

Troy Larive led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner were present.  
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to dispense with the reading and approve the January 5, 2016 Minutes.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded Councilmember Rentrop to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending December 31, 2015.   The Council unanimously agreed.   
Mayor Grogan asked for a motion to amend the agenda.

Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to amend the agenda to include a Resolution providing the acceptance of work performed by Diamond B Construction Company, LLC in accordance with the Certificate of Substantial Completion for Asphaltic Concrete Overlay, Councilmember Mendoza seconded the motion.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to amend the agenda to allow Nikki Fryou, Principal of Hattie Watts Elementary, to ask permission to have a 5k Color run, seconded by Councilmember Russo.   The Council unanimously agreed.
Councilmember Darnell made a motion to amend the agenda to allow the Krewe of Armani to ask permission for a parade permit, seconded by councilmember Rentrop.   
Councilmember Russo made a motion to amend the agenda to allow a representative from Techeland Arts Council speak as a guest, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.
Troy Larive with the American Legion asked for a can shake permit on Saturday April 9, 2016 from 8:30 AM to 12:00 PM.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to allow the American Legion the Can Shake Permit.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Nikki Fryou, Principal of Hattie Watts Elementary, asked to have a Color Run on March 12, 2016.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to allow the Color Run Permit.   The Council unanimously agreed.
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Councilmember Darnell was contacted by Coach C.L. Grogan with the Biddy Basketball All-stars to be allowed to have a can shake on Saturday, February 6, 2016 from 8:00 AM – 12:00 PM.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop to grant the permit, seconded by Councilmember Turner.  All Councilmembers voted yea.  
Chief Patrick LaSalle was not present.
Sharon Gillum, Water Plant Supervisor, gave a report showing there is no lead in the water, and gave a copy of the Water Treatment Plant’s quarterly report card.
The Mayor and Council received reports from Public Works Director, Steve Bierhorst and Ryan Aucoin, Community Development/Affairs.
Dawn Rentrop, Cultural District Chairman, let the Mayor and Council know that they are painting and putting together stop signs for the Historic District.  Main Street Cultural District was accepted to the Community Foundation of Acadiana.  They will be having a fund raiser Thursday, April 7, 2016  from 6:00 PM to 8:30 PM at the Louisiana State Museum in Patterson.  Tickets for the event will be $50.00 per person.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to grant a permit to allow the Krewe of Armani Parade on Monday, February 8, 2016, starting at 2:00 PM.  

There was a lengthy discussion about the sale of surplus property located at 1321 Main Street.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Russo to amend the ordinance to include the dates of the sealed bid, along with an additional clause in section 3.                                                    Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt the ordinance as amended authorizing and directing the sale of property by public sale.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner all voted yea.  No councilmembers were absent or abstained.            

There was a lengthy discussion on an Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Patterson and the Franklin City Marshall’s Office to grant the right of use of a vehicle.  Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to table the agreement, seconded by councilmember Mendoza until they could get some questions answered.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner all voted yea.  No councilmembers were absent or abstained.            
Dale Nash of Techeland Arts Council wanted to get the word out about the story telling conference at the Bayou Vista Community Center.  She asked for the Mayor and Council’s support to spread the word.  The Mayor said he could also the information on the webpage.   
Public Works director, Steve Bierhorst, explained the need for a gas main on Catherine Street.  There will be a Strip Mall and other businesses on Catherine Street.  The contractor quoted a price of $18,720.00 for a 975 foot, 2 inch gas main.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to install the gas main, seconded by Councilmember Darnell. The Council unanimously agreed. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to introduce an ordinance establishing regulations and standards relative to the proper use of Wildlife-Resistant refuse containers and providing penalties for the violation.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Mayor Grogan announced Career Week sponsored by the City of Jeanerette February 15 – 18, 2016 and a Job Expo Wednesday, March 9th from 10:00 AM to 2:00 PM at the King Joseph Recreation Center.
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Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt a resolution providing for the acceptance of work performed by Diamond B Construction, LLC in accordance with the Certificated of Substantial Completion for Asphaltic Concrete Overlay.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE gave an update on the Water Plant project and the Asphaltic concrete project.
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Turner.  The Council unanimously agreed.
