Minutes – March 1, 2016
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, March 1, 2016.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
6:30 PM – Stop receiving sealed bids for surplus property.

A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss an ordinance establishing regulations and standards relative to the proper use of Wildlife-Resistant Refuse Containers and providing penalties for the violation.  Catherine Siracusa, St. Mary Parish Black Bear Conflict Officer, explained the purpose is to protect public health and welfare by prohibiting the feeding of wildlife and minimize the risk of potentially dangerous interactions between human and wildlife in areas issued wildlife-resistant containers.  There was no public comment.  Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  The Council unanimously agreed.

REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Grogan called the Council Meeting to order.

Bayou Vista Baptist Church Pastor led the Invocation.

Mayor Grogan led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, and Turner were present.  Councilmember Russo was absent. 
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to dispense with the reading and approve the February 2, 2016 Minutes.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Turner and seconded Councilmember Mendoza to accept the submission of the financial statement with period ending January 31, 2016.   The Council unanimously agreed.   Councilmember Russo was absent.
Patricia and Bobby Jennings asked the Mayor and City Council to allow riding Golf Carts on City Streets.

Council will look into the laws of allowing golf carts on certain streets in the City of Patterson.  City Attorney, Russel Cremaldi, said to look at the safety issues that are presented by experts in this area.
Mayor Grogan reported the City’s low revenues, an 18% decline in Sales tax, 44% decline in fines and forfeitures, and 25% decline in gas revenues.  The Mayor recommended closing city hall at 3:00 PM on Fridays, beginning March 4th. Therefore, City Hall along with outside workers will be cut an hour per week until further notice. 
Law Enforcement, with the exception of Patrol, will be cut 2 hours per week, effective March 17th payroll.   This will be in effect until further notice.
Mayor Grogan asked for a motion to amend the agenda to include a can shake for the Boy Scouts to raise money to move the Scout hut.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to amend the agenda to add a can shake for the Boy Scouts, Councilmember Rentrop seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
Mayor Grogan asked for a motion to amend the agenda to add a Taxi Cab Service Permit.  Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to amend the agenda to add a Taxi Cab Service permit, Councilmember Darnell seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
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Mayor Grogan asked for a motion to amend the agenda to add a “Leaders against Litter” Proclamation.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to amend the agenda to include a “Leaders against Litter” Proclamation, Councilmember Rentrop seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
There were no sealed bids received for the surplus property at 1321 Main Street.  Councilmember Rentrop asked if we could put for sale signs on property.  Russel Cremaldi, City Attorney, said we could have a private sale for the property.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop to put for sale signs on the property, seconded by Councilmember Mendoza.  A roll call vote was held. Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt an ordinance establishing regulations and standards relative to the proper use of Wildlife resistant refuse containers and providing penalties for the violation, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
Shantell Fryou asked for a permit to operate her cab company in the City of Patterson.  Chief LaSalle approved the permit.  After reviewing the application, along with the terms of the City’s Ordinance, Mayor Grogan did not approve the permit.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza to table the request to issue the Taxi Cab Company Permit, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  A roll call vote was held. Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
Mayor Grogan read the “Leaders against Litter” Proclamation.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt the Proclamation, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  Councilmember Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner all voted yea. 

Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to introduce an ordinance amending section 8-40 of the code of ordinances of the City of Patterson regarding appointment and qualifications of members of the Patterson Fire Department.   Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
Mayor Grogan asked Fire Chief Eric Boudreaux, Assistant Chief Scott Domingue, Steve Bierhorst and Ryan Aucoin to look over the current ordinance for the Fire Department and update as needed and present to Mayor and Council for further amending.
The Mayor and Council discussed the annexation of 2142 Hwy 182 and 2200 Hwy 182.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to authorize the City Engineer to prepare the necessary property descriptions to begin the process of the annexation.  Once done we will need DOTD approval and acquire a certificate from the St. Mary Parish Assessor’s Office.  A roll call vote was held. Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop and Turner voted yea.  Councilmember Russo was absent.
On behalf of the Boy Scouts, Mayor Grogan asked for a can shake permit for Saturday April 23, 2016 from 8:00 AM to 12:00 PM.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Turner to allow the Boy Scouts to hold a Can Shake.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Councilmember Joe Russo was absent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to allow the Mayor to enter into a contract with Burk-Kleinpeter, Inc. to have BKI provide architectural, planning, contract review, construction oversight and other services in connection with developing and improving Morey Park.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Councilmember Joe Russo was absent.
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Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Turner to allow the Mayor to enter into a Cooperative Endeavor Agreement with the Department of Treasury, State of Louisiana, In connection with the allocation of state funds in favor of the City pursuant to Act 16 of the 2015 Regular session.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Councilmember Joe Russo was absent.
Dawn Rentrop, Patterson Lower Atchafalaya Cultural District Chairman, announced that Partners of the Park, an affiliate of the Community Foundation of Acadiana, is having a Wine and Hors d’oeuvres Social on April 7, 2016 from 6:00 – 8:30 PM at the Wedell-Williams Memorial Aviation and Cypress Sawmill Museum to help raise money for the renovation of Morey Park.

A mobile animal clinic will be March 5, 2016.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE gave an update on the Water Plant project and the Asphaltic concrete project.

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Turner.  The Council unanimously agreed.
