Minutes – May 3, 2016
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday, May 3, 2016.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
6:30 PM –A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss an ordinance adopting and enacting a new Code for the Code of Ordinances.  Russel Cremaldi, City Attorney, explained Municode helps Municipalities clean up and maintain their ordinances, without changing the ordinances.  There was no public comment.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Grogan called the Council Meeting to order.
Brother Couvillier led the Invocation.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison by all.
Mayor Grogan asked to amend the agenda to include an Introduction of an ordinance to authorize the sale of surplus immovable property at private sale.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to amend the agenda to include the introduction of the ordinance to authorize the sale of surplus immovable property at private sale.  A Roll Call vote was held.  Councilmember Darnell, Mendoza. Rentrop, Russo and Turner all voted yea.  There was no public comment.  
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner were present.   
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi, Police Chief Patrick LaSalle, and Clay Breaud of Providence/GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Turner to dispense with the reading and approve the April 5, 2016 Minutes.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Darnell and seconded Councilmember Russo to accept the submission of the financial statement.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
There was no public comment. 

The City received a report from Beverly Domengeaux with the St. Mary Parish Council on Aging.  
Chief LaSalle said there is a need for a 4-way stop sign at the corner of Martin Luther King and Cherry Street.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to put a 4-way stop sign, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Joyce Williams with Zion Chapel AME Church will be having 140 years celebration on July 16, 2016, at the Cherry Street Park.  Ms. Williams stated the congregation will march from Main Street to Cherry Street Park.  Chief Lasalle gave his consent.
The Mayor and Council received reports from departments.
The Mayor stated bear proof garbage cans have to be locked.  The public will be penalized for ignoring the law.  
Karen Marin resigned from the Main Street / Cultural District Committee.  Mayor Grogan recommended Joyce Williams as a replacement.   Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to replace Karen Marin with Joyce Williams for the Main Street/ Cultural District Committee.  Councilmember Turner seconded the motion.  All Councilmembers voted yea.  
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Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop, and seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt and enact the new code for the Code of Ordinances.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
After a lengthy discussion, Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Russo to allow Russel Cremaldi, City Attorney, to prepare an ordinance on operating Golf Carts in the City of Patterson.  A roll call vote was held.    Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to introduce an ordinance levying a General Alimony Tax of 8.20 Mills for the year 2016, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  The Council unanimously agreed. 
Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to introduce an ordinance providing for the Tax of 16.00 Mills for the year 2016 for Public Improvement Bond for Waterworks Issues, Councilmember Turner second the motion.    The Council unanimously agreed. 
Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to amend the 2015–2016 Budget as recommended by the City’s Accountant, Reginald Weary, Councilmember Rentrop seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza to introduce the 2016 – 2017 budget, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a resolution approving the application for Grant Funds from the FHWA Recreational Trails Program, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt a resolution obligating funds to land and water conservation fund project, for Partners of the Park (Morey Park) initial renovation and expansion of Morey Park.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Turner to approve Liquor Licenses for Boiling Madd, Patterson, LLC.   The Council unanimously agreed.
There was a lengthy discussion on a 4 way stop sign at Cleveland and Live Oak Streets.  The tree blocking the view is more the problem.  Chief LaSalle will speak with the property owners.   
Proposed changes to the Employee Handbook were submitted.  The Mayor asked the Council to review them and they will go into discussion next month.  Chief LaSalle had a problem with section    2-6, B on the changes, but the Mayor stressed that this is for an employee drug test not prisoners.
Motion was made Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to adopt a Resolution of Respect for Shanqualla Turner Thompson.  The Council unanimously agreed. 
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to introduce an Ordinance to authorize the sale of surplus immovable property at a private sale.  A roll call vote was held.   The Council unanimously agreed.
Clay Breaud with Providence/GSE gave an update on the Water Plant project and the asphaltic concrete project.
Mayor Grogan rejected the Water Plant bids due to the discrepancies in the pricing.
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  The Council unanimously agreed.
