Minutes – November 1, 2016 

Council Meeting
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday,    November 1, 2016.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
6:30 PM –A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss an ordinance amending Class D Liquor License, low alcoholic content package liquor, to read off the licensed premises.  There was no public comment.  A discussion was held on an ordinance amending the proper use of wildlife-resistant refuse containers and the penalties for violations, removing warning.  There was no public comment.   Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  

REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Grogan called the Council Meeting to order.
Pastor Ronnie Cuvillier with Higher Ground Family Fellowship led the Invocation.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison by all.
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner were present.   
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Melanie Caillouet with Providence / GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to dispense with the reading and approve the October 4, 2016 Minutes.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded Councilmember Rentrop to accept the submission of the financial statement.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
There was no public comment. 

Mayor Grogan asked to amend the agenda.   

Motion was made by Councilmember Darnell and seconded by Councilmember Turner to amend the agenda to include an “Adopt a Street” agreement for Park Street with Pastor Lee Condolle with One Faith Fellowship Christian Center International.  There was no public comment.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Turner and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to amend the agenda to include a discussion on the purchase of a Sewer Jet Machine.  There was no public comment.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded Councilmember Rentrop to amend the agenda to include a Resolution to advertise and receive bids for the 1.5 MGD Compact Clarification System, Water Treatment Plant.  There was no public comment.  The Council unanimously agreed.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo for Pastor Lee Condolle of One Faith Fellowship Christian Center International to enter into an agreement with the City of Patterson to “Adopt a Road”  for Park Street.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt an ordinance amending Class D Liquor License, low alcoholic content package liquor, to read “off” the licensed premises.  The Council unanimously agreed.

Motion was made by Councilmember Darnell and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to amend the penalties on the proposed ordinance establishing regulations and standards relative to the resistant refuse containers and the penalties for violations, by removing the warning.   The Amendment was as follows: First Violation will be a $50.00 to $150.00 fine; and successive violations will be $150.00 to $1,000.00 fine.  The Council unanimously agreed.
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Motion was made by Councilmember Turner and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to adopt the amended ordinance establishing regulations and standards relative to the proper use of wildlife Resistant Refuse Containers and providing penalties for the violations with the amended penalties.

The council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to adopt a Resolution Obligating funds to Lands and Water Conservation Fund Project, Morey Park.  There was no public comment.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to authorize the Mayor to renew the Mosquito Contract with Cajun Mosquito Control.  The Council unanimously agreed.

The Mayor advised council that the St Mary Landfill increased tipping fees.  

The Safe Drinking Water Fee, ACT125, went up from $3.20 per customer per year to $12.00 per customer per year. 

There was a lengthy discussion on whether cutting ditches is the property owners responsibility or the City’s responsibility.  Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to table the discussion on cutting ditches until further research can be done, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  The Council unanimously agreed.
The Mayor commended Dawn Rentrop, Councilmember John Rentrop and Ryan Aucoin for their hard work in getting a Grant from the Louisiana Office of State Parks, Division of Outdoor Recreation. Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to approve a Resolution obligating funds to the Land and Water Conservation Fund Project for Morey Park.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop approve buying a Sewer Jet Machine.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to approve a Resolution authorizing the City of Patterson to advertise and receive bids for the 1.5 MGD Compact Clarification System, Water Treatment Plant.  The Council unanimously agreed.

The Mayor and Council received reports from the departments.  
Dawn Rentrop stated the Historic Main Street Tour and Fall Festival was a huge success.
The Mayor thanked Terry Space, Steve Bierhorst, Ryan Aucoin and all City workers involved on getting Morey Park ready for the Festival.
The Mayor said the Jon Felterman Memorial Wharf should be finished this month.  
The Annual Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony will be at Morey Park on Sunday, November 27, 2016.
The St. Mary Parish Black Bear Conflict Office, the Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries and the Patterson City Council Members are hosting a concerned Citizen Meeting to address issues with nuisance bear activities on Tuesday, November 15th from 6:00 to 8:00 PM at the Patterson Civic Center.
The Patterson Garden Club will hold a Veterans Day Program on Friday, November 4th at Patterson Junior High School beginning at 9AM.

Patterson Senior Citizen Lunch will be Thursday, November 10th at 11:00 AM.

Melanie Caillouet with Providence Engineering and Design, LLC gave an engineering report.  The gas rate study is complete and a meeting will be held to discuss the findings with Council.  The sewer rate study is 20% complete.  
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A moment of silence was held for Randolph Schexnayder, Louis Lipari and Dr. Earl Eues.

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  The Council unanimously agreed.
