Minutes – October 4, 2016
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday,    October 4, 2016.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Grogan called the Council Meeting to order.
Minister Lee Condolle led the Invocation.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison by all.
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner were present.   
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi and Clay Breaud with Providence / GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Turner and seconded by Councilmember Russo to dispense with the reading and approve the September 13, 2016 Minutes.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Darnell and seconded Councilmember Turner to accept the submission of the financial statement.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
There was no public comment. 

St. Mary Parish Sheriff Department Sergeant Oscar West with the Red Ribbon Committee announced that Red Ribbon Week is October 21 to October 30th.
Minister Lee Condolle with Our Faith Fellowship Christian Center announced that the congregation would like to enter into an agreement with the City of Patterson to “Adopt Park Street”.

Shantell Fryou, owner / operator of Mo’City Cabs asked the Council to reconsider her Taxi Cab Company getting a License after being rejected in March 2016.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to allow her to reapply for her license.  Mayor Grogan stated she would have to fully reapply for the license and gave his consent.
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to introduce an ordinance amending Class D Liquor License, low alcoholic content package liquor, to read “off” the licensed premises.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Turner to introduce an ordinance amending the proper use of Wildlife-Resistance Refuse Containers and the penalties for violations, removing warning.  The Council stated the need for bear signage across the tracks.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Councilmember Mendoza expressed his concern for safety at the can shakes on the corner of Catherine and Main Streets.  He made a recommendation to move the can shakes to Catherine and Carmen Streets, where the speed limit is 25 MPH.  The Council unanimously agreed.  Mayor Grogan also expressed that they should have 1 adult for every four children.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Russo and seconded by Councilmember Mendoza to adopt a resolution declaring Firetruck Pumper #2 as surplus with an estimated minimum bid of $3,500.00.  The Council unanimously agreed.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo adopting a Proclamation declaring October 21st to October 30th as “Red Ribbon Drug-Free Week”.  The Council unanimously agreed.
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Mayor Grogan by-passed #6 on the agenda, Appointment of Chairman to the Planning and Zoning Committee, as it was not needed.
The Mayor and Council received reports from the departments.  

Halloween will be observed Monday, October 31st, from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM.  

Ryan Aucoin, Community Development Director, announced the Tours of Historic Homes and Buildings, and the Fall Festival will be Saturday, October 29th.  The tours are from 10:00 AM to 2:00 PM.  The car show and live music will be from 2:00 AM to 8:00 PM.
Clay Breaud with Providence Engineering and Design, LLC gave an engineering report.  The gas rate study is complete and a meeting will be held to discuss the findings.  The sewer rate study is 25% complete.  
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  The Council unanimously agreed.
