Minutes – September 13, 2016
City of Patterson, Louisiana 

The regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana was held on Tuesday,    September 13, 2016.  The meeting was held at 1314 Main Street in the Council meeting room at 6:30 PM.

Mayor Rodney Grogan presided over the meeting.
6:30 PM –A PUBLIC HEARING was held to discuss an Ordinance adopting golf cart license fees, and an Ordinance regarding the salary of a Chief of Police appointed or elected to fill a vacancy in that office.                      There was no public comment.  Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to close the Public Hearing, seconded by Councilmember Russo.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  

REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Grogan called the Council Meeting to order.
Councilmember Larry Mendoza led the Invocation.

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Councilmember John Rentrop.
Angela Shilling-Boyles, City Clerk, called roll.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner were present.   
Also present was City Attorney Russel Cremaldi, Police Chief Patrick LaSalle and Clay Breaud with Providence / GSE.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rentrop and seconded by Councilmember Turner to dispense with the reading and approve the August 2, 2016 Minutes.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded Councilmember Rentrop to accept the submission of the financial statement.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.  
There was no public comment. 

Guest C. J. Haase of 615 Kelli Drive and Isaac Darbonne of 329 Leo Drive were not present.  The items they were to discuss were taken care of.  
Clay Breaud with Providence / GSE gave an engineering report on the gas rate study and sewer rate study to determine the sufficiency of the existing rates and determine the rates necessary to meet the department’s expenses for the next 5 years.  A draft report will be submitted to Mayor and Council to show a 5 year incremental increase for gas rates.
Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adopt an Ordinance setting an $80.00 annual fee for golf carts used on Public Roads, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo, and Turner voted yea.
Councilmember Rentrop made a motion to adopt an Ordinance adopting the salary of a Chief of Police appointed or elected to fill a vacancy in that office, seconded by Councilmember Russo.   A roll call vote was held.  Councilmember Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo and Turner voted yea.
Mayor Grogan asked for a motion to amend the agenda for St. Joseph Catholic Church to ask for a permit to have a Right to Life Rally on the Hwy 90 apron by Cardinal Lumber.  Chief said no permit for Hwy 90, it is a state highway.   
Mayor Grogan asked for a motion to amend the agenda to add 2 can shakes, Rising Stars and the PHS Girl Basketball.  Councilmember Darnell made a motion to amend the agenda to add the two can shakes, seconded by Councilmember Rentrop.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo, and Turner voted yea.
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Mayor Grogan asked for a motion to amend the agenda to add a 5k Run/Walk for Good Hope Baptist Church.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Darnell to amend the agenda.   A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo, and Turner voted yea.
Mayor Grogan asked for a motion to amend the agenda to include a Resolution for the Morey Park Wharf.  Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to amend the agenda and add the resolution for Morey Park Wharf.  A roll call vote was held.  Councilmembers Darnell, Mendoza, Rentrop, Russo, and Turner voted yea.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to grant permits for can shakes for St. Mary Rising Stars Youth Football and Patterson High School Girls Basketball team.  All Councilmembers voted yea.
Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Russo to grant a permit for Good Hope Baptist Church to hold a 5k Run/Walk on November 12th.  All Councilmembers voted yea.

Motion was made by Councilmember Mendoza and seconded by Councilmember Rentrop to adopt a resolution to name the Wharf at Morey Park in Patterson, the Jon M. Felterman, Sr. Memorial Wharf.  The Council unanimously agreed.

The Mayor revealed that Fire Chief Eric Boudreaux resigned due to working overseas.  The Mayor recommended the appointment of Scott Domingue as the Patterson Volunteer Fire Department’s Fire Chief and Scott Hutton as Assistant Fire Chief.  Councilmember Mendoza made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Russo to accept the recommendations for the Fire Chief and Assistant Fire Chief.  The Council unanimously agreed.
The City of Patterson will be having a Fall Festival which includes live music and an antique car show from 2:00PM to 8:00PM on Saturday, October 29th. The Main Street Committee will be having a Tour of Historic homes and buildings from 10:00AM to 2:00PM.  
Chief LaSalle gave Mayor Grogan a list of Reserve Officers to sign for.  Chief Announced he was not retiring.  

There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mendoza made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember Darnell.  The Council unanimously agreed.
