Council Meeting
City of Patterson, Louisiana 


The Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana, met on Tuesday, October 7, 2025.   The meeting was held at 6:00 p.m. in the council meeting room at 1314 Main Street. 

6:00 P.M. PUBLIC HEARING WAS HELD:
· Discussion on Ordinance No. 2025-09, to amend rates for sewer service as introduced last month.   The Wards 5 & 8 Joint Sewer Commission would like to increase the sewer rate by $1.50.  NO PUBLIC COMMENT

Mayor Pro Tem Condolle made a motion to close the public hearing, seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.

Mayor Rodney Grogan called the meeting to order.

Pastor Tracy Smith with First Baptist Church in Morgan City led the invocation.   

The Pledge of Allegiance was led in unison.

Mayor Grogan asked for a moment of silence.

Midge Bourgeois, City Clerk, called the Roll. Councilmembers  DeMale Bowden, Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle were present.

Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Mamie Perry, to dispense with the reading and approve the September 2, 2025, minutes. Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.

A motion was made by Councilmember Ray Dewey and seconded by Councilmember Miranda Weinbach to accept the financial statement submission.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.

Mayor Grogan asked the council for permission to amend the agenda to untable the discussion on health insurance.  Councilmember Mamie Perry made the motion to untable the discussion on health insurance, seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey.  There was no public comment on the agenda amendment.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.

There were no public comments on any agenda items.

Mrs. Angie Stelly spoke on the Catholic Daughters of America and asked the Mayor and Council to sign the proclamation designating October 19, 2025, as Catholic Daughters of America Day.   A motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle to proclaim October 19, 2025, as Catholic Daughters of America Day.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.


Ms. Charlesha Henry with Chez Hope spoke about Domestic Violence Month and asked the Mayor and Council to sign a proclamation recognizing October as Domestic Violence Month.  A motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey to proclaim October as Domestic Violence Month.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.


Michelle Gaspar with the PHS Girls Basketball Team asked for permission to hold a can shake on November 8, 2025, between 9:00 a.m. and noon.  Councilmember Mamie Perry made the motion to approve this can shake, and Councilmember Miranda Weinbach seconded it. Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.
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The Community Spotlight Award was presented to Ms. Wyisha Washington Broussard, Ms. Jolyn Pierre, Ms. Shanika Dewey, Ms. Tamsyn B. Simien, and Ms. Kina Williams,  Event Planners for the Patterson Alumni Picnic. 

Councilmember Mamie Perry made the motion to untable the health insurance discussion and return it to the agenda for discussion.  Councilmember Ray Dewey seconded the motion.  Mayor Grogan called the roll.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.   Councilmember Ray Dewey stated that, back in January, the discussion was to eliminate family insurance. This discussion was tabled until further notice to allow city workers to shop around for family insurance.   The reason this was untabled tonight was that the council is pleased to announce that family insurance on current families will not be eliminated.  Only new hires will not have family coverage.

Ordinance #2025-09 – Wards 5 & 8 sewer rate increase – City Attorney, Russel Cremaldi, explained the Intergovernmental Agreement between the three participants.    Mr Cremaldi will write a letter to Wards 5 & 8 on behalf of the City of Patterson.  Councilmember Ray Dewey asked whether Ordinance 2025-09 can be tabled until after we see what the Town of Berwick does and whether Wards 5 & 8 will get a rate study. If necessary, we will then go into a Special Call meeting to adopt the ordinance.  Mayor Pro Tem motion to table Ordinance 2025-09, seconded by Councilmember Miranda Weinbach.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.

An Introduction to Ordinance 2025-10 to adopt an ADA Policy and Grievance Procedure for the City of Patterson, LA.  Holden Murray is appointed ADA Coordinator, and Mamie Perry is appointed ADA Appeal Officer.  A motion introducing Ordinance 2025-10 was made by Councilmember Ray Dewey and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.

Mayor Grogan introduces Resolutions of Respect to honor the memory of  Mrs. Elaine Vining and Ms. Brittnay Deana Dewey.  A motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Councilmember Miranda Weinbach to accept the resolutions.  DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and  Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.

Mayor Grogan announced that Patterson Fall Festival is this Saturday, October 11, 2025, beginning at 11:00 a.m.  The first band, South 70, starts at 4:00 p.m., and the second band, Cheeweez, starts at 7:00 p.m. Mayor Grogan stated he spoke with Slade Sanders, Chairman of the festival, and was advised that there are over 53 vendors.  

Chief Grogan had no comments.

Steve Bierhorst advised the mayor and council that he has been meeting with the new engineer, Tesh Melancon, for the past few weeks, completing the punch lists and identifying the lingering items.  All the lift stations are working fantastically; only a couple of issues with some pumps being loud, but we are waiting on the pump representative to meet regarding this.

Scott Hutton, Fire Chief, gave an update on their open house, stating they had a great turnout of around 130-150 people.   The fire chief advised the Mayor and Council that a few trucks were experiencing computer problems, but they are being repaired.

Mayor Grogan commended Virgil Walton for his crew's outstanding job.   Mr. Walton thanked the Mayor and stated that it is a group effort, with everyone working together.  

Chief Grogan advised that they had an excellent turnout for Night Out Against Crime.  Mayor Grogan thanked the Chief for a fantastic night.

C.J. Franklin with Providence Engineering advised the Mayor and Council that, as Steve Bierhorst stated, they are getting the punch lists down and fine-tuning everything; they don’t have much left to do.     Now, with the Federal shutdown, Mr. Franklin stated he has given everything he had to the USDA but hasn’t heard anything back yet.   Everything USDA requested has been turned in.  
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Regarding the Natural Gas Distribution grants, all documents are in hand and are being revised for the awarded project as of August 13, 2025.    All revised documents will be sent to PHSMA before the next meeting.

Mayor Grogan stated that regarding funds, the City of Patterson was awarded $100,000 for the police department's equipment, $100,000 for items we need within the city, and $25,000 to install bleachers at Park St. park.  Also, $100,000 was awarded to Kemper Williams, but it has to come through the city.  

Ms. Beverly Domengeaux distributed a flyer inviting everyone to the St. Mary Council of Aging's 53rd Annual Meeting on October 27, 2025, at 6:00 p.m., at Bayou Bend Center.


With no further business before the Mayor and Council, Councilmember Mamie Perry motioned to adjourn, seconded by Councilmember DeMale Bowden. The Council unanimously agreed.
