Council Meeting
City of Patterson, Louisiana 


The City of Patterson held a Public Hearing on the adoption of Ordinance #2026-03, General Alimony Tax for the year of 2026, and Ordinance # 2026-03A for the levying of millage rates for the Public Improvement Bond for Waterworks.    There were no public comments on this public hearing.   Mayor Grogan moved to close the public hearing.  A motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle to close the public hearing.  Councilmembers Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

The Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana, met on Tuesday, April 7, 2026.   The meeting was held at 6:00 p.m. in the council meeting room at 1314 Main Street. 

Mayor Rodney Grogan called the meeting to order.

Pastor Lee Condolle with One Faith Fellowship led the invocation.   

The Pledge of Allegiance was led in unison.

Mayor Grogan asked for a moment of silence for Michael Brocato and for the airmen shot down overseas.

Midge Bourgeois, City Clerk, called the Roll. Councilmembers  Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle were present.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

C.J. Franklin with Providence Engineering, Police Chief Garrett Grogan was in attendance. City Attorney Russel Cremaldi was absent.

Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle made the motion, seconded by Councilmember Miranda Weinbach, to dispense with the reading and approve the March 3, 2026, minutes.  Councilmembers Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

Monica Mabile, Accounting Clerk, presents the monthly Financial Report, including income statements for the general fund and utility funds, and a track of expenses from July to the present.  Mrs. Mabile suggests scheduling a budget workshop on either the 22nd, 23rd, or 24th of April.   The council discussed and confirmed the budget workshop date as the 23rd of the month at 5:30

There were no Public Comments on any agenda item.

Mayor Grogan presented the Community Spotlight award to Chief Garrett Grogan and the Patterson Police Department for their dedication and outstanding service to the community.

Kina Williams requested permission for the Patterson High School Alumni Picnic to be held on Saturday, September 19, 2026, at Park Street Park in Patterson from 11:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  Ms. Williams detailed the event, including the guest performances, alcohol policy, clear bags only allowed, and security will be provided.  This event is for ages 18 yrs and older.   Mayor Grogan and Chief Grogan also agreed with the policies in place for this event.   There will also be a brunch on Sunday at the Civic Center from noon until 4:00 p.m.  A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle and seconded by Councilmember Mamie Perry approving this event.  Councilmembers Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

Kelly Cantu, with Chez Hope, announced a cook-off fundraiser for domestic violence on May 2, 2026, in  Downtown Franklin.  This event will feature a chicken wing cookoff, activities for children, a DJ, and a chicken drop competition.
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Heather Foret with Patterson High School was requesting permission to have a can shake fundraiser to support the new Shakespeare Festival Club at the school.  The can shake will be on Saturday, April 18, 2026, from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  Ms. Foret spoke about this new club at PHS, which aims to host a performance of Romeo and Juliet on Monday, May 4, 2026, at 5:30 p.m.  Councilmember Mamie Perry motioned to approve this can shake, and seconded by Councilmember  Ray Dewey.  Councilmembers Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

A motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey to adopt Ordinance No. 2026-03 levying the General Alimony tax for tax year 2026.  Councilmembers Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Concolle and seconded by Councilmember Miranda Weinbach to adopt Ordinance No. 2026-03A  levying millage rates for Public Improvement Bond for Waterworks tax for the tax year 2026.  Councilmembers Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

A motion was made by Councilmember Miranda Weinbach and seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey to approve the Compliance Questionnaire for Darnall, Sikes, & Frederick.

A motion made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle proclaiming April as Fair Housing Month was approved.  Councilmembers Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

William Gil with Planning and Zoning introduces a zoning variance request for a pet boarding facility at 117 Bernard St., which was turned down at the Planning and Zoning meeting earlier this month.  Lucas Milllet, owner of the Pet Station, stated his plans, including indoor and outdoor kennels, soundproofing, and security measures.   Council members express concerns about the facility’s impact on the neighborhood and the need for proper planning and zoning approval.  The council decided to refer the request back to the planning and zoning committee for further review.

Mayor Grogan read a Resolution of Respect for Mr. Michael Brocato.  Councilmember Mamie Perry moved to adopt this Resolution, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle.  Councilmembers Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr was absent.

Mayor Grogan announced that a free spring lunch, a grab-and-go bag,  for the youth at the Community Affairs located at 205 Park St. will be held tomorrow at noon.  

Police Chief Garrett Grogan announced that the City of Patterson was listed as the second safest city of the year for the State of Louisiana.  

It was announced by Mayor Grogan that Steve Bierhorst, Public Works Supervisor, will be retiring at the end of April.  

William Gil with Planning and Zoning had no comments.

Andrew Bienvenu, w/ Billing, provided an update on the water meter changeout project, noting a $100,000 cost savings, and is now in the process of a change order to add the two-inch meters that we originally were going to do.   It was also discussed that a Public Service Announcement goes out to educate customers on proper water meter handling and water meter tampering.  Mr. Bienvenu stated that he and the guy from Core and Main went to read the new meters for billing, and it only took around 20 minutes, whereas with the old meters it took about three days.

Terry Space gave an update on new fencing around the Park St. park, which should be completed within two weeks, weather permitting.
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Scott Hutton, Fire Chief, reported to the mayor and council that they are still waiting for the ratings.   It was stated by Chief Hutton that the installation of color-coded tags on fire hydrants to improve maintenance and response times will begin at the end of this week or the beginning of next week.  It was also discussed that the need for additional fire department staff to meet insurance rating requirements.  Mayor Grogan suggests presenting the issue to the public for approval, emphasizing the importance of having two firefighters on the scene.  The council agrees to explore the options and consult with the financial advisor for the budget planning.

Sharon Guilllum, Water Plant supervisor, had no comments.

C.J. Franklin, Providence Engineering, provided updates on the drainage project and ongoing communication with the USDA.  

Councilmember Miranda Weinbach announced a sing-along Bingo Night at the Community Center on June 6, 2026.

Mrs. Beverly Domengeaux shares details about Senior Day at the Capitol, including a visit with the governor and a trip to have lunch at the Cajun Village.

With no further business before the Mayor and Council, a motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey. The Council unanimously agreed.
