
Minutes -May 12, 2026
Council Meeting
City of Patterson, Louisiana 


The Mayor and Council of the City of Patterson, Louisiana, met on Tuesday, May 12, 2026.   The meeting was held at 6:00 p.m. in the council meeting room at 1314 Main Street. 

Mayor Rodney Grogan called the meeting to order.

Fr. Herb Benerfield with St. Joseph Catholic Church led the invocation.   

Councilmember Ray Dewey led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Grogan asked for a moment of silence for the eight deaths that happened in Shreveport, along with the deaths that we’ve had within our city and around the nation.

Midge Bourgeois, City Clerk, called the Roll. Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr.,  Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle were present.  

C.J. Franklin with Providence Engineering, Police Chief Garrett Grogan, and City Attorney Russel Cremaldi were in attendance. 

Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle made the motion, seconded by Councilmember Miranda Weinbach, to dispense with the reading and approve the April  7, 2026, minutes.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  

Monica Mabile, Accounting Clerk, presents the monthly Financial Report to the council and advises them that they should have the General Fund and Utility Fund income statements and breakdowns in front of them, and that she emailed them last week.  Ms. Mabile advised there were no changes.    A motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey to approve the financials.  

There were no Public Comments on any agenda item.

Umeeka Richard with Elite Basketball – no show.

Donna Thibodaux – DJ Fox – introduced herself. She is a DJ offering her service to events in the City of Patterson, such as events in the park, birthday parties, and so forth.

Mayor Grogan presented the Community Spotlight award to Mr. Charles “Butchie” McKinley for his outstanding service to the community.  Mayor Grogan stated that Mr. McKinley was a true servant, musician, singer, organizer, and serves on several boards, such as the Housing Authority Board as a commissioner, and serves on the Council of Aging board.

Mayor Grogan presented the Community Spotlight to Tyler Bourdier for his outstanding service to the community.   Mayor Grogan stated that Tyler has been around for years.  He serves as a volunteer firefighter for the Patterson Volunteer Fire Department and Bayou Vista Fire Department, plus he went on to excel and to become certified.   Tyler is working for the Morgan City Fire Department.

Monica Mabile, Accounting Clerk, introduced the FY 2025-2026 amended budget.  Ms. Mabile explained that the only changes were two gas repairs, one at Lynn’s Hot Tamales and the other on Park Street.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ray Dewey and seconded by Councilmember Mamie Perry to accept the introduction of the FY 2025-2026 amended budget.  

Monica Mabile, Account Clerk, introduced the FY 2026-2027 budget.  A motion was made by Councilmember Ray Dewey and seconded by Councilmember Mamie Perry to accept the introduction of the FY 2026-2027 Budget.  A public hearing will be held at the June 2, 2026, meeting.

Discussion and introduction of an Ordinance to increase the pay for the Chief of Police was tabled by Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr., due to a charter change in 2022, which the council would like to look over.
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A motion was made by Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr., and seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey to increase the City Prosecutor’s pay from $500 per month to $1,000 per month beginning January 1, 2027.   A roll call was done by Mayor Grogan.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  

A motion was made by Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr., and seconded by Councilmember Mamie Perry to increase the City Magistrate pay from $500 per month to $1,250 per month beginning January 1, 2027.   A roll call was done by Mayor Grogan.  Councilmembers DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted yes.  

Patrick Jones, Patterson Housing Urban Development, presented the city with the Pilot check in the amount of $11,963. 13

Mayor Grogan explained that Mayor Dragna of the City of Morgan City had offered to donate a lift to St. Joseph Catholic Church; however, the donation could not be made directly in that manner. Mayor Dragna requested that the City instead enter into a Cooperative Endeavor Agreement (CEA) and retain possession of the lift so that St. Joseph Catholic Church could use it whenever needed. The lift would be used for access to the mausoleum.
Mayor Grogan further advised that the City accept the CEA and, before any loaning of the equipment, consult with City Attorney Russel Cremaldi to prepare appropriate hold-harmless protections for the City.
A motion was made by Councilmember Demale Bowden, Jr., and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle to enter into a Cooperative Endeavor Agreement with the City of Morgan City for the manlift.

A motion was made by Councilmember Ray Dewey and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle to adopt a resolution accepting the work performed and completed by E.B. Feucht & Sons, in accordance with the Certificate of Substantial Completion for the nine sewer lift station upgrades.  Councilmembers  DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted in favor of the motion.

A motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Councilmember Ray Dewey to adopt a resolution retaining the services of Professional Engineering and Environmental Group LLC and authorizing the City of Patterson to enter into an engineering agreement for the natural gas line replacement.  Councilmembers  DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted in favor of the motion.

A motion was made by Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr., and seconded by Councilmember Mamie Perry to adopt a  Cooperative Endeavor Agreement with the Louisiana Department of Veterans Affairs, FY 2026-2027.  Councilmembers  DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted in favor of the motion.

A motion was made by Councilmember Mamie Perry and seconded by Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr., proclaiming “May week 2026” for Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc.   Councilmembers  DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted in favor of the motion.

A motion was made by Councilmember Ray Dewey and seconded by DeMale Bowden, Jr. to adopt the Resolutions of Respect for Mr. Josh “DJ Fab” Singleton,  Mr. Leon Jeffrey Williams, and Mr. Donald Triggs, Sr.   Councilmembers  DeMale Bowden, Jr., Ray Dewey, Mamie Perry, Miranda Weinbach, and Mayor Pro Tem Lee Condolle voted in favor of the motion.

Chief Grogan, Police Department had no comments.

Slade Sanders, Chairperson for the Lower Atchafalaya  Cultural District, advised that they will have a movie in Morey Park on Saturday, May 30, 2026.  The movie that they will be showing is “The Goat”.    Some refreshments will be sold, and some snacks will be provided free of charge.   The movie will start at 7:30 p.m.

Andrew Bienvenu reported the completion of a couple of gas line repairs and thanked the police for traffic control that allowed the crew to finish without issues.
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Sharon Gillum, Water Plant Supervisor, stated that although the City received a grade of “F” on its report card, the water remains safe to drink.  Ms. Gillum explained that the failing grade was due to the City not having a dual-system water plant as required by the State. The City currently operates only one system rather than two, which prevents one system from being taken offline while the other continues operating. Because the system could not be shut down for maintenance or operational adjustments, the City experienced violations related to THMs, which are based on a running average for the first two quarters of the year.  She further explained that although recent test results showed levels well below the allowable limit, the running average remained elevated, resulting in violations. According to Ms. Gillum, flushers and blow-offs have since been added.  Ms. Gillum also advised that the Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) would be published in Wednesday’s and Friday’s newspapers. She encouraged residents with questions to contact her, visit the water plant, or obtain a copy of the report, stating that she does not mind explaining the information to the public.

C.J. Franklin, Providence Engineering, provided updates on the gas line project, emphasizing the need for environmental permits and design work.   It was also mention the substantial completion for the nine sewer lift stations.  Mr. Franklin discusses the need for USDA compliance for the gas line project and the importance of securing full funding.  It was also stated the need for a grant application to fund the fire station project and the importance of coordinating with the parish.    

With no further business before the Mayor and Council, a motion was made by Councilmember Miranda Weinbach to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Councilmember DeMale Bowden, Jr.  The Council unanimously agreed.
